In September, 2019, following the celebration to end our amazing 175" Anniversary year, Archbishop Dunn announced, for
the diocese, a focus on the Eucharist culminating with a Eucharistic Congress. For the next few months leading up to the
Congress, the Eucharistic Congress Planning Committee has asked to reserve this space in our bulletin to inform us of the ins
and outs of what this all means for each of us.

The Eucharistic Congress Planning Committee has been busy and their creative minds hard at work! The diocesan website has
a special page. Transformed by Eucharist, regularly updated with information. The weekly e-mail Seven Ears of Grain, the
diocesan Facebook page and the monthly newsletter are some of the social media tools being used to inform us. A calendar,
depicting images of the Holy Land with reflections on the Eucharist, has been distributed to parishes that requested them.

St. Paul’s Cemetery: After some discussion at St. Paul’s Parish Council Meeting this past Tuesday, it was decided that we
will begin to charge a fee to non-parishioners of $400 for a grave plot or $100 for burial of cremains in an existing grave
plot. Deceased members of St. Paul’s Parish will continue to be interred at no cost from the Parish. A parishioner is defined as
a baptized Catholic who lives within the boundaries of the parish, but could also include one who lives outside the parish
boundaries and attends Mass faithfully throughout the year in the parish and contributes weekly to the Sunday collection using
parish envelopes. This decision was made in large part because donations to the cemetery fund over the past 5 years did not
cover mowing costs in that same time period, and costs will continue to rise in the future. The number of envelope users goes
down each year as parishioners die. It was also decided that we will set up a separate Cemetery Fund for St. Paul’s (to this
point donations to the cemetery fund were deposited into the parish’s General (operating) fund), and donations to the
Luncheon Fund will be deposited into the new Cemetery Fund, as these donations are funeral-related. Finally, we remind all
parishioners (if a reminder is necessary) that Catholic graveyards are hallowed, sacred ground. They are not places for
motorized vehicles, including ATVs, snow mobiles, and motor bikes, to be tearing through. Nor should alcohol be consumed
there for any reason, including “toasts to the dead” And in these irreligious times, we remind you that no one should be going
into our cemeteries to bury the cremains of someone without permission of the parish priest. We do permit baptized non-
Catholics to be buried in our cemeteries but only with as Catholic priest conducting a proper burial service.

Ministers are going around the Church. People are being left out because not all Eucharistic Ministers know you are there.
