Burial Plots at St. Lawrence Cemetery: Our policy states that a new plot at St. Lawrence Cemetery costs $200.00, regardless             

of whether that new plot is used for a full casket or the cremains of the deceased. If cremains are buried in an existing grave,           

the cost is $100.00. We ask that you pay by cheque to St. Lawrence Cemetery Fund. Receipts will be issued. This is necessary 

for the upkeep of the cemeteries. Please Note: It is forbidden to bury cremains in our cemeteries without permission of the 

pastor. Such unauthorized burials are disrespectful to the Church and to the deceased.
